Consignment at the Plainville Senior Center
Information Sheet

1. Consigned items may be brought to the Senior Center store on Mondays, between 10:00 a.m. — 3:00
p.m.

2. Only Plainville Senior Center members may bring in items to sell on consignment. Consignment
items may be purchased by anyone, whether they are members or not.

3. The Consigner sets the prices on their own item.

4. The Senior Center has the right to refuse taking a consignment item for any reason.

5. Consignments are taken on a space availability basis and the Senior Center reserves the right to limit
the number of items brought in by one consigner.

6. The Plainville Senior Center will not accept food; clothing, including hats, purses and shoes; toys; or
electronics, such as computers, televisions, etc. for consignment.

7. Consignments must be in excellent condition. We will not accept dirty, broken, or musty items.

8. The Senior Center accepts collectibles, handcrafted items, jewelry, china, art, etc.

9. The Plainville Senior Center will display consigned items in our store for a maximum of 45 calendar
days.

10. The Plainville Senior Center will not accept items with a resale value of less then $20.00.

11. The Plainville Senior Center will retain a commission of 20% of the sale price.

12. The Plainville Senior Center is not liable for the loss or damage to any consigned item.
