2. Submit five (5) copies of a map, prepared to Class D survey standards, delineating the property(ies) included in the 

proposed zone change or affected by the proposed boundary change and those within 500' in all directions. 
 

3. Submit five (5) copies of the legal description of the property(ies) included in the proposed zone change or affected 
by the proposed boundary change. 

 
4. Submit a list of current owners of property within 200' in all directions of the proposed zone change or property(ies) 

affected by the proposed boundary change. 
 
Filing and notification requirements: 
 

1. The applicant shall file a copy of the application and related maps at least ten (10) days prior to the date of the public 
hearing date in the Plainville Town Clerk’s office and shall certify to the Planning and Zoning Commission that 
these documents were filed as specified. 

 
2. The applicant shall notify owners of property within 200' in all directions of the proposed zone change or 

property(ies) affected by the proposed boundary change of the date, time, place, and purpose of the public hearing 
by certified mail, return receipt requested, at least 15 days prior to the date of the public hearing.  The applicant shall 
submit a copy of the letter, the mailing receipts, and the return receipts to the Town Planner’s office at least five (5) 
days prior to the public hearing.
